This Competition is open to Primary and Senior School children in the Republic of South Africa. 

CATEGORIES

Primary School Choirs 

· Junior Choirs (Grades 1 – 3) 

· Senior Choirs (Grades 4 – 7)

Senior School Choirs (Grades 8 – 12)
DVD ROUND 
What size can the Choir be? The Choir can be any size from a minimum of 30 members to a maximum of 120 members (including all accompanists).

What will Conductors need to post when they compete for the DVD Round?  The Conductor must post the following to the postal address listed below:

♪ 2 DVDs clearly marked with the choir name.  The DVD’s will not be returned to the Choir either in the case of withdrawal or at the end of the Competition or for any reason whatsoever. 
♪ Entry Form completed in full by the Conductor – this is essential for us to contact you with results and/or any queries
♪ Proof of payment (if not already e-mailed or faxed to the address / number stated)

♪ One photocopy of the all music scores sung on the program

What must the duration of the program be on the DVD? Between 15 and 20 minutes in total duration and performances which exceed 20 minutes will be disqualified.
What must the program consist of on the DVD?  
♪
It is advisable that Conductors choose their programs carefully taking into account complexity and variety as these are some critera that the adjudicator will take into account.  

♪
At least one Afrikaans and one African song must be included in the program.
♪
The program must fit into the time requirements stated above.  Accompaniment is of Choir’s own choice and it is not necessarily a perceived advantage to have accompaniment other than a piano.
Who may enter? Any private, semi-private or government school which is conventional, in the sense that it offers the normal range of academic subjects and at which music tuition and/or choir kis offered as an extra or extra curricular subject.  Please contact us if you are unsure of whether you may enter or not!
Who may not enter? Any private, semi-private or government school which is specialized, in the sense that its primary educational thrust focuses around music, art or choir and which may or may not offer academic subjects in addition. Please contact us if you are unsure of whether you may enter or not! 
What is the closing date for the DVD entries?  Monday 23 April 2012. All entries (DVDs and accompanying documents) must be received on or before this date and no late entries will be accepted.  Entries that are incorrectly filled in, illegible or incomplete will also not be accepted and Entry Fees will not be refunded. Cheques will be returned at the discretion of the Executive Committee.
What happens after the DVD Round? Finalists will be chosen in the following manner:

Three finalists from Primary School Junior Choirs 

Three finalists from Primary School Senior Choirs

Five finalists from Senior Schools.

These finalists (11 in total) will be selected to perform at the Finals on 16 June 2012. Successful finalists will be advised by e-mail only that they have reached the Finals and must be available to sing at the venue on the specified date.

Where do the Finals of the competition take place?  Jeppe High School for Girls, 160 Roberts Avenue, Kensington, Johannesburg.  
When do the Finals take place?  Saturday 16 June 2012.
What facilities are available at the school? There are on-site warm-up facilities, Conductor’s stand, choir stalls and a piano.  All other instruments or means of accompaniment must be provided by the Choir.  No pre-recorded back-tracks will be allowed as a form of accompaniment.

How to enter? The Conductor may enter each Choir once.  The Conductor may enter Choirs of different sizes from the same school, with each Choir paying the required entry fee.  The Conductor may not enter the exact same Choir twice. The Conductor is to complete the Entry Form in full, using legible text and post it by registered or insured post to:

What is the cost per entry?  The cost per entry, irrespective of whether a Primary or a Senior School Choir, is R750.00.    This entry fee will not be refunded under any circumstances whatsoever.

FINALS
♪ 
The finalists as per page 3 of these Rules will be chosen from the DVD Round (for both Junior and Senior Choirs of Primary Schools and five finalists from the Senior Schools – out) to perform at the Finals on 16 June 2012.  Finalists will perform at the finals to secure first, second and third places for prizes.  The results the finalists will be sent by e-mail to all participating Choirs.
♪ 
No pre-recorded back-tracks will be allowed as a form of accompaniment.

♪
It is advisable that Conductors choose their programs carefully taking into account complexity and variety as these are some criteria that the adjudicator will take into account.

♪
The program must fit into the time requirements stated above.  Accompaniment is of Choir’s own choice and it is not necessarily a perceived advantage to have accompaniment other than a piano.

♪ 
Choirs will only be allowed to perform during their allocated times.
♪ 
All Choirs must arrive at the hall at Jeppe High School for Girls timeously for their performance i.e. at least 45 minutes before their allocated time (in order to warm up and be seated). The performance of each Choir WILL BE TIMED.  Choirs who sing beyond the time limits will be disqualified.
♪ 
Each Choir must have two complete copies of musical scores of the works they will be singing, bound and in the order of performance with their name clearly written on the scores.  Originals must also be brought to the venue.  Choirs will be disqualified if the photocopies and originals are not brought to the Finals. 
♪ 
Food, beverages and other items will be on sale at the school.  There will be a nominal entrance fee charged for all non-choir members.
♪ 
At the end of the finals, prizes will be awarded to the Choirs and the Choir must be present to accept the prize.
♪ 
Should any Choir be unable to compete at the Finals, the Executive Committee will attempt to choose a substitute in their place, should the Executive Committee be timeously advised.  

♪ 
Choirs may choose to play either work/s that were previously performed in the DVD Round or may choose to perform other work/s. 

♪ 
Prizes will be in the form of cheques and will be made out to the school only.

♪ 
Where applicable, all Choirs must provide their own accompanists and/or page turners.  All travel, accommodation and accompanist’s fees are the Choir’s responsibility.

♪ 
Once the adjudication is in progress, Choirs and audience will not be permitted to leave the hall until the next formal break in proceedings.  All Choirs are expected to be present at the end of each session.  Primary School session: 09h00 – 12h00 Senior School session 13h30 -16h00.
♪ 
It is the responsibility of the Conductors who receive cheques, to ensure their deposits are made timeously as no re-issue of cheques will be undertaken under any circumstances and all cash prizes will be in the form of a cheque made out to the school.  Cheques will not be made out to third parties under any circumstances whatsoever.

♪ 
Should SAMRO have a spot check on the premises and find any Choir not in possession of the original score, the Choir and/or their Conductor will be held liable for any fines resulting therefrom.  

DISQUALIFICATIONS WILL OCCUR UNDER THE FOLLOWING CIRCUMSTANCES:

♪ 
Failure to arrive at Jeppe High School for Girls on the correct date and time for all performances.
♪ 
Playing over the time limit of between 15 and 20 minutes.  The Adjudicator reserves the right to terminate a performance that exceeds the time allocation.
♪
Conductor not having the original scores of music available on site on day of performance.
♪
Incorrect number of photocopies supplied: The following photocopies of the scores must be supplied:
One complete set for DVD Round – Choir’s Name must be clearly displayed
Two complete sets for Finals – Choir’s Name must be clearly displayed
GENERAL INFORMATION
The Executive Committee does not accept any responsibility for late or lost entries due to the internet or postal service.  Proof of postage either electronically or by any other means is not proof of receipt.

The Executive Committee reserves the right to cancel this Competition at any stage if deemed necessary in its opinion or if circumstances are outside of its control. Entry fees will not be refunded under any circumstances whatsoever including, but not limited to the Contestants wishing to withdraw from the Competition.

The Conductors and/or Choirs, hereby confirm that they have been advised that all or portions of the Ivumo National Choir Festival may be recorded, whether on video, audio or other media for promotional purposes and have consented, free of any consideration, to such recordal.   DVD’s may be available for sale.

The onus rests on the Conductor to ensure that the Executive Committee is advised of any change of addresses whether postal, e-mail or otherwise as well as all contact numbers, be they fax, landline, work or mobile. Please ensure we have all the current and correct details of the Conductor relating to the Choir. The Executive Committee takes no responsibility for incorrect or altered information which has not been disclosed.

The Ivumo National Choir Festival Executive Committee will use personal details for the purposes of administering this Competition and will not publish or provide such details to anyone without the consent of the Conductor.

DVDs will not be returned to the schools whether they withdraw and/or at the end of the Competition or for any reason whatsoever.

It is the responsibility of the Conductor to ensure that the members of the Choir behave in an orderly, polite and respectful manner at all times and it is suggested that some form of uniform or outfit is worn to distinguish one Choir from another. 

Any questions not covered by these Rules and Regulations shall be referred to the Executive Committee, whose decision on such matters shall be final.
The decision of the adjudicator/s will be final and NO correspondence or verbal negotiations will be entered into.

Conductors will be deemed to have accepted these Rules and Regulations and agree to be bound by them when entering this Competition.
