FORMAT OF COMPETITION
There are TWO preliminary rounds – Round One from which a selection of Contestants will be chosen from categories A – E to perform for Round Two.  The finalists from categories A –E for the Gala Evening will be chosen from Round Two.   Category F has only one preliminary round and 3 or 4 finalists for the Gala Evening will be chosen after Round One for this category only.

CONTESTANTS MUST PERFORM AT LEAST ONE NEW WORK THAT HAS NOT BEEN PERFORMED IN ROUND ONE.  The second work can be a repeat of a work from Round One, or a new work.

3
Two finalists from each age category will be selected to compete at the Gala Evening.  Contestants are expected to stay until the end of their session in Round Two (which is approximately 1 hour in duration).  Information regarding the Gala Evening will be given to the two finalists at the end of Round Two.
4
Successful finalists will be advised either in person, by phone, e-mail or sms that they have reached the finals for the Gala Evening.
5
All Contestants participating in Round Two must supply, in writing, on the day of their performance, their intended program for the Gala Evening, irrespective of whether they qualify for the Gala or not, stating the full title of the work (including opus numbers etc), composer and accompanist’s name, where applicable.  Appointment slips will be e-mailed to all successful Contestants.

A contestant may enter more than one instrument at the stipulated entry fee.  However, a contestant may not enter the same instrument more than once.

What is the closing date for this 2012 Competition?  Entries close on Friday 4th May April 2012.  All entries must be received on or before this date and no late entries will be accepted.  Entries that are incorrectly filled in, illegible or incomplete will also not be accepted. Cheques will be returned at the discretion of the Executive Committee.

1. PRELIMINARY ROUNDS (ROUND ONE and ROUND TWO)
1.1
Contestants will only be allowed to perform during their allocated times.

1.2
All Contestants must arrive at the hall at Jeppe High School for Girls timeously for their performance i.e. at least 15 minutes before their allocated time. 
1.3
Certificates and adjudication reports will be presented at the end of each session in Round One.  Certificates only will be given at the end of Round Two.  At the end of Round Two, two selected finalists from each age category will be expected to compete at the Gala Evening.  The Adjudicators may choose up to a maximum of four finalists in Category F.
1.4 The performance of each contestant WILL BE TIMED. 
1.5  If Contestants are disqualified for any reason whatsoever (see Page 8), a Certificate of “Participation” together with the adjudication report will be given.  No sticker will be attached to the Certificate but the Adjudicator may indicate verbally what the Contestant would have achieved had the Contestant not been disqualified.
1.6 Teachers and/or parents will be notified by e-mail/sms/phone if their student/s have gone through to Round Two.  
1.7 All Contestants who have been chosen to play in the finals at the Gala Evening will be informed by post, SMS, telephone or e-mail.

1.8
Contestants and accompanists will be allowed to enter the hall free of charge on their performance day/s.  All other audience members will pay an entrance fee.  This fee will be payable on entry into the hall on the day of the performance/s.

THE GALA EVENING
The Gala Evening will be held on Saturday 1st September 2012 (17h30 for 18h00) and is a semi-formal cocktail event where a light finger supper with cheese and wine will be served after the performances and before the prize giving.

Cost of tickets for the Gala Evening is R150.00 per adult and R80 per school child. Two complimentary tickets will be awarded to each finalist. Tickets will be available from Elise Tait on 072 532 5377 (after 15h00) or email etait@jeppegirls.co.za  from 3 August 2012. Booking is essential.  Tickets will also be on sale at the door during the Second Round.
At the end of the evening, prizes will be awarded to the Contestants.

2. GALA EVENING - RULES
2.1
Should any finalist be unable to compete at the Gala Evening, he/she will be disqualified and no prize money will be awarded to the non-participating Contestant.  This rule is not negotiable.  If possible, the Executive Committee will choose a substitute in his/her place.  Contestants must inform the Executive Committee timeously if they are unable to attend. 

2.2
Contestants may choose to play either work/s that were previously performed in the preliminary rounds or may choose to perform other work/s.

Performance not to exceed 4  minutes in total
· Category B:

Performance not to exceed 7  minutes in total
· Category C:

Performance not to exceed 8 minutes in total
· Category D:

Performance not to exceed 9  minutes in total
· Category E:

Performance not to exceed 10 minutes in total
· Category F:

Performance not to exceed 10 minutes in total

2.3
All candidates participating in the Gala Evening must ensure that they have their own bank account as prizes will be in the form of cheques and will be made out to the individuals and not to any third parties for any reason whatsoever.

3. RULES APPLICABLE TO BOTH THE PRELIMINARY AND FINAL SESSIONS OF THE COMPETITION
3.1
Contestants may only perform works of a serious nature.  No contemporary light music will be allowed.  Contestants should either select works from the different stylistic periods or from tutors (in the lower categories).  Only published works will be acceptable – no handwritten scores or chord symbols (syncopation). Use the UNISA, ABRSM or Trinity syllabi as a guide.
3.2
Contestants must avoid repeats, but Da Capo indications should be observed.

3.3
Where applicable, all Contestants must provide their own accompanists and/or page turners.  All travel and accompanist’s fees are the Contestant’s responsibility.

3.4
Once the adjudication is in progress, Contestants and audience will not be permitted to leave the hall until the next formal break in proceedings.  All Contestants are expected to be present at the end of each session. 

3.5
If a Contestant competes in a round where the Adjudicator is also the Contestant’s teacher, a second Adjudicator will be present for those Contestants to ensure that there are no irregularities.

3.6
Should SAMRO have a spot check on the premises and find any Contestant not in possession of the original score, the Contestant will be held liable for any fines resulting therefrom.  

3.7
There is no category for duets, trios, quartets or ensembles.

DISQUALIFICATIONS WILL OCCUR UNDER THE FOLLOWING CIRCUMSTANCES IN ROUND ONE, ROUND TWO AND THE GALA EVENING PERFORMANCES

Failure to arrive at Jeppe High School for Girls on the correct date and time for all performances

Playing the incorrect number of pieces for the appropriate round

Playing over the time limit for the stipulated category.  The Adjudicator reserves the right to terminate a performance that exceeds the time allocation

Contestant not having the original scores of music available on site on day of performance

Incorrect number of photocopies supplied: The following photocopies must be supplied and will be destroyed after the performance/s:
One complete set for Round One – Contestant's name must be clearly displayed
Two complete sets for Round Two – Contestant's name must be clearly displayed
Four complete sets (each copy must be bound) for the Gala Evening – Contestant's name must be clearly displayed.
4. GENERAL INFORMATION
4.1
The onus rests on the Contestants to ensure that the Executive Committee is advised of any change of addresses whether postal, e-mail or otherwise as well as all contact numbers, be they fax, landline, home, work or mobile. Please ensure we have all the current and correct details of the teacher and the student. The Executive Committee takes no responsibility for incorrect or altered information which has not been disclosed.

4.2
The Philip H Moore Music Competition Executive Committee will use personal details for the purposes of administering this Competition and will not publish or provide such details to anyone without the consent of the Contestant.

4.3
The Executive Committee does not accept any responsibility for late or lost entries due to the internet or postal service.  Proof of postage either electronically or by any other means is not proof of receipt.

4.4
The Executive Committee reserves the right to cancel this Competition at any stage if deemed necessary in its opinion or if circumstances are outside of its control. Entry fees will not be refunded under any circumstances whatsoever including, but not limited to the Contestants wishing to withdraw from the Competition.

4.5    There are limited on-site warm-up facilities.
4.6     A music stand will be provided.
4.7    The winner of Category F may not re-enter any future Philip H Moore Music Competitions. All other category winners are NOT allowed to participate in the SAME category the following year, though they may participate in a higher category if they qualify in terms of their age. 
4.8
It is the responsibility of the Contestants who receive cheques, to ensure their deposits are made timeously as no re-issue of cheques will be undertaken under any circumstances.

4.9
The Contestants or parents/guardians of Contestants, as the case may be, hereby confirm that they have been advised that all or portions of the Competition may be recorded, whether on video, audio or other media for promotional purposes and have consented, free of any consideration, to such recordal.   DVD’s may be available for sale.
4.10
Entry fees are non-refundable under any circumstances.
4.11
Should it be necessary for whatsoever reason, the Adjudicator has the authority to cancel Round Two for a particular category and the Gala Evening finalists will be chosen directly from Round One.

4.12
Any questions not covered by these Rules and Regulations shall be referred to the Executive Committee, whose decision on such matters shall be final.

4.13
The decision of the adjudicator/s will be final and NO correspondence or verbal negotiations will be entered into.

4.14
Contestants will be deemed to have accepted these Rules and Regulations and agree to be bound by them when entering this competition.
